If you wish to
explore more islands without using a travel day, you can add
more destinations to your itinerary with a 30% discount on all
additional domestic trips in economy class during the validity
of the Pass (one month). These trips are operated by Blue Star
Ferries & Hellenic Seaways. The Crete routes are jointly operated
by Blue Star Ferries & Anek Lines.

How to Make a Reservation?

When travelling with your Greek Islands Pass, you must reserve
a seat for each of the ferries that you'll be travelling on. This can
be done free of charge. Make sure to do so as early as possible
as ferries do sell out, especially in Summer.

When booking online, please choose your type of Pass from the
field “Additional Discount”.

When making a reservation, a booking reference number will be
provided. Customers will be able to collect their boarding pass
at the embarkation port with this number (Ancona, Bari, Corfu,
lgoumenitsa, Patras, Piraeus and Venice, as well as the Attica
Group Port Agencies on the Greek Islands). Alternatively, you
may download your boarding pass and save it in your mobile
“Wallet”.

Travelling with a Greek Islands Pass
1. Decide which islands you would like to visit.

2. Check ferry timetables and determine when you would like to
travel.

3. Reserve seats for the ferries you'd like to travel on (as early
as possible). You can find detailed information on how to make
reservations on our Greek Islands Pass page.

4. After reserving your sedats, you will receive a confirmation
email with a booking reference number. International travellers

must use the booking reference to collect their boarding pass
at the Attica Group Port Agencies. Domestic travellers will have
already received their boarding pass in the seat reservation
confimation email.

5. After making a seat reservation, make sure to activate a
travelling day on our app or record your journey on your paper

Pass.

6. When boarding*, present your passport and other travel
documents (if requested) with your boarding pass/e-ticket.

*Boarding begins two hours prior to departure on international routes and
one hour prior to departure on domestic routes.
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Accommodation

Ist and 2nd class is available on all international routes
according to the Pass category. All Passes include only 2nd
(eoonomy) class travel on Greek domestic routes. However,
you can purchase onboard upgrades with a 30% discount on
domestic routes. Special fares apply for onboard upgrades on
international routes (not valid for Lux cabins).

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Train and Bus Service

With a 6-day Greek Islands Pass, you can travel for free between
the international port of Patras to the domestic port of Piraeus
using bus and train services from the Greek railways Hellenic
Train. Starting in Patras, take the bus to Kiato, and from there
take the train towards Piraeus. This trip can be made at any
time. Greek Islands Pass holders do not need to use a travel
day nor add the journey to their trip when travelling between
Piraeus and Patras with the provided train and bus service.

How to get the bus and train tickets for the free transfer

In order to request and receive the free bus tickets, Passengers
must show their 6-day Pass at ticket office to make the seat
reservations.

- The My Pass section of the 6-day Greek Islands Pass screen
(name, id/passport, validity of pass)

- The ticket + barcode created for the international ferry journey

- The Reservation made for the international ferry journey (date
and journey)

Although available to all travellers, public transportation (KTEL)
from Corfu or Igoumenista to Athens is not included in the Pass.
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Practical Information

How to Use the Greek Islands Paper Pass

Before you embark the ferry, it is extremely important to write
the travel date in the Travel Calendar on your Pass. Your Pass is
not valid for travel on days that are not marked on your Travel
Calendar.

How to Fill in the Travel Calendar

The Travel Calendar will have day and month boxes for each of
the days you are entitled to travel. The day and month should be
written in the proper boxes under ‘1" for the first ferry day, ‘2’ for
the second ferry day, and so on. This should not be done with a
pencil, but with blue or black ink.

Mistake in the Travel Calendar

You are advised to fill out the Travel Calendar with care.
Mistakes cannot be corrected, since an altered travel date can
be interpreted as attempted fraud. When a mistake is made

in the Travel Calendar, it can only be corrected by entering the
desired date in the next box. This means that you spend one
extra travel day.

Dos and don’ts for the Travel Calendar:

Only use a pen with black or blue ink (non-erasable)

Do not use a pencil

Fill in the date before you start the trip

Enter two digits per day/month (see example on the previous
page)

Please fill in the date of departure
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Additional domestic trips - 30% discount

While using the Greek Islands Pass, you are entitled to a discount
of 30% on all additional domestic trips. Making use of this
discount does not require the use of a travel day and can be
done throughout the entire one-month validity of the Pass. There
is no limit on the amount of times the discount can be used.

How to use a Greek Islands Mobile Pass

A Greek Islands Mobile Pass works the same way as our Rail
Passes. Meaning that you can add your Pass to our Rail Planner
App, create a trip, and add your ferry journeys to your Pass once
it has been activated.
